Patient Reception and
Loading Areas are maintained at the opposite end of the multi-purpose room.

CAPACITY : Diagram depicts 50 patient beds, but could be expanded to 100 beds.
SUPPLIES: 24-hours of medical supplies would be stored within the ACS, while additional
storage would be maintained in one of the ancillary classrooms.

ISOATION: Adequate floor space would allow for maintaining an Isolation Area if needed.
HANDWASHING: Portable hand-washing stations would be required, due to a lack of sinks or
running water within the multi-purpose room.

DIAGNOSTICS: An area could be designated for on-site diagnostics such as portable x-rays.
KITCHEN: This site has a fully functional kitchen and could reasonably accommodate a 50
patient ACS, however, special consideration will have to be given if school is in session.

TRAFFIC PLAN

Patient Reception:  Patients arriving at the ACS will be received at the Northeast entrance. Vehicles will
enter from the Northwest and continue south to exit.

Limiting Access:  Should High School be in session during ACS operations, vehicle access for the ACS
would be limited.
